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2. Multi-Jurisdiction Hazard Mitigation Plan Update (as required by Federal

Government)

Supervisor Nellis presented the following:

“What is Hazard Mitigation?” Natural hazards have the potential to cause
property damage, loss of life, economic hardship, and threats to public heath and safety.

Hazard Mitigation measures are the things you do today to be more protected in the
future. They are measures taken before a disaster happens to reduce the impact that
future disasters will have on people and property in the community. Mitigation reduces
the risk of loss and creates a more disaster-resistant and sustainable community. Hazard
mitigation measures are essential to breaking the typical disaster cycle of damage,
reconstruction, and repeated damage.

As of November 1, 2004 communities without a FEMA-approved hazard mitigation plan
are not eligible for FEMA mitigation project grant monies under programs such as the
Hazard Mitigation Grant Program, Flood Mitigation Assistance Program and Pre-Disaster
Mitigation Grant Program.

MOTION was made by Supervisor Nellis to authorize the Town of Eden to join the
Multi-Jurisdiction Hazard Mitigation Plan Update, as required by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA); seconded by Councilwoman Pew; All “Ayes”; Opposed?
— None; Abstain? — None; Motion carried.

Supervisor Nellis stated that, along with Bob Stickney, two work sessions are
being scheduled for Tuesday, October 11, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. and Thursday, October 13,
2011 at 10:00 a.m. at the Town Hall with all Town Board members, Department Heads,
Fire and EMS members are required to attend.
